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WPA 5th International Galliformes Symposium 2010 
7 to 14 November 2010, Chiang Mai, Thailand 
Call for Submissions and Information for presenters 
You are invited to submit your presentation to the 5th International Galliformes Symposium on any subject related to the taxonomy, biology, ecology, conservation, captive management or socio-economic influence of Galliformes.  All submissions must be in the form of an abstract, using the standard template provided with this document. Please follow the example given when completing your abstract.  Submissions made in any other format will not be accepted. Papers may be in the form of either a poster or a spoken presentation (talk).  At the end of the abstract template you are invited to indicate your preferred method of presentation.  The symposium organizers will try to accommodate your preference but they cannot guarantee to do so as it will depend on the number of submissions and the balance between talks and posters.
Each participant may submit up to 2 abstracts but you will need to ensure that you will be available to deliver your paper(s) by attending the symposium (or nominating one of your co-authors to do so).

Abstracts 
The abstracts from each presentation will be edited to ensure a standard appearance and will be available to all attendees within an abstract booklet. 

Talks 
With the exception of a few invited key note addresses which will be 30 minutes, all other talks have been allocated 20 minutes. Ideally each presenter will talk for about 15 minutes, allowing the other 5 minutes for questions. We have a very full programme and we will have to ensure that all talks keep to time and session chairs will be under strict instructions to ensure that all talks finish within the time allocation. It is therefore suggested that each presenter practices their talk and maybe considers presenting it to their colleagues to ensure that you keep within the available time. Remember to keep slides as simple as possible, with as few words as needed to convey your message - it has been said that a picture is worth a 1000 words. As a rule of thumb it is suggested that you should allow one slide per minute. 

The conference facilities have digital projectors and a dedicated computer in each room. All presenters should be prepared to give their talk using an IBM compatible PC with MS PowerPoint. Additionally we may be able to offer the facility of playing DVD video Office. 

Anyone wishing to make their presentation using a different format should discuss this with the symposium organisers. 
· We ask that presenters submit final copies of their presentations to the conference organisers at registration. 

· Digital presentations should ideally be saved onto a memory stick, but it is also possible to submit a CD with your name and title of the presentation. 

· Presentations will be loaded on to the computers in the conference venue before the beginning of every session. There will be a conference organiser in the venue 30 minutes before the start of the session if you would like to check that your presentation is on the computer. 

· We will not be allowing delegates to use their own laptops to connect to the data projection system – primarily due to time restrictions between presentations. If you feel that you need to use your own laptop for a presentation then please contact the conference organisers before hand so that we can make the necessary arrangements. 

· If you have any questions about audiovisual facilities please contact the conference organisers. 

Posters 
Location and Timing of Posters 
· The posters will be displayed in two separate poster sessions displaying approximately 35 - 40 posters each. 

· It is expected that the first formal session will run from 14:30 -16:00 on Tuesday 9th November and the second formal session from 14:00-16:30 on Wednesday 10th (tentative schedule).
· During these sessions the author will make a short presentation and the posters will also be available for delegates to view. 

· We ask that each poster presenter puts up their own poster in good time before the start of the poster sessions. 

· Presenters are expected to be available during the conference at the times designated for viewing posters. Poster presenters are requested to make themselves available during these assigned times and should also try to be available during other poster sessions. 

Poster Content and Format 
· Posters will be displayed on poster boards with the following dimensions: 118 cm high x 84 cm wide (A0 Portrait). 

· Posters do not need to match these dimensions but they must fit within them (e.g. a poster can be a landscape format but it must be a maximum of 84 cm wide). 

· Posters should be composed of a lightweight, durable material (i.e. heavy paper, laminated or mounted on foam board). 

· Materials for mounting the posters will be provided by the conference organisers. 

· The header on the poster should contain the title, authors name(s) and affiliation. 

· Use large, bold lettering for readability. Use fonts that are easy to read (i.e., avoid fancy fonts). All text should be easily read from a 2-meter (+) distance. 

· Keep your poster simple and provide a clear "take-home" message; you can provide details in discussions with delegates or with supplementary handouts / information (e.g. copies of the poster, business cards, etc.). 

Proceedings 
As for the 4th International Galliformes Symposium 2007, manuscripts from the presentation will be submitted for publication in the International Journal of Galliformes Conservation. 
· We hope that as many presentations as possible will be submitted as manuscripts for the journal, indeed for those of you that are being supported to attend the symposium, it is a condition of the support that you do so.

· If you are not able to access the journal please contact the scientific programme organisers and we’ll send you a PDF of a paper. 

· Any submitted papers that do not confirm to the required format will be returned so please read and follow the guidance very carefully. 

· If you submit your manuscript before the symposium (deadline below) you will be able to discuss it with the editors and the scientific committee for comments. 

Workshops 
After the more formal sessions of presentations at Chiang Mai we are hoping to hold a number of less formal presentations and workshops. If you would like to organise and hold a workshop or have any ideas for potential subjects please let us know.
